
Count the starst before sleep.
Second level roof  units have skylights, that 
not onlyadd more day-light, but also let 
the residents observe the sky, which adds 
character to the space.

Common areas.
Common areas with built-in furniture become a 
meeting place for generations, extending their 
prvate rooms as a common living room.

Healthy bonds.
Inspiring each other for sports activities and 
having a gym area within the house impoves 
conditions for building healthy habits and 
creates neutral a space for interactions 
between residents.

Integration.
Having mixed bnb and housing functions helps 

to integrate the visitors and shapes a unique 
vibrant house culture.

Healing architecture.
Having direct access to nature is one of  the 
healing architecture principles, which helps 

residents spend time outside who would other-
wise fi nd hard time leaving the house. 

Common house for the residents.
Even though rooftop units are made for bnb 

type rent for additional house income, this unit 
is reserved as Common house for the residents, 

where they can enjoy the terrace in a good 
weather or have their coffee inside the enlosed 

space with a built-in benches.

Direct access to nature.
Having terraces and balconies in every 

fl oor breaks physical barriers between the 
building and nature, as well as barriers 

between people as common meeting places 
for the residents.

Courtyard functions.
Courtyard is used as a green extension of  the 

building for recreation and bycicle parking.
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Sneak-peek exchange.
Having windows looking into the common 

areas becomes an integral part of  the project 
for both observing life, meeting the residents 

and adds to merge of  the boundadiries.

Meeting at the post boxes.
Project investigates meeting spaces in 

the buidling, where each function has a possible 
interaction attached to it, where even 

picking up a newspaper could lead 
to a conversation.

Two in one.
Roof  units are situated over two levels, 
the fi rst fl oor contains the common area, 
bathroom and kitchen, while the second 
level, accesed by 
ladders, houses only a bed and has 
a connection to the shared terrace 
overlooking the area.

Private balconies.
Containing just enough depth for having a chair 
out, balconies enable using wall’s and top 
balconie’s depth as a roof.

Varying privacy levels.
Having private balconies addresses the 
different privacy settings within the house as 
well as provides direct access to the nature.

SECTION 2

Common workshop-laundry room.
Continuing the interaction narrative in the 

basement level, the common functions room 
enables frequent meetings, where residents can  

learning from each other and spend time 
together while waiting for the laundry. 
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Windowsill as a work space.
Having thick existing walls enables using the 
windowsill as a working place and optimises 

space use in a small living unit.

Curved intimacy.
Rounded built-in seating places create an 
intimate corner for interactions between the 
resident and the visitor. Curve shapes a unique 
spatial experience for conversations.

Skirting board follows.
Wooden skirting boards follow the walls and 
niches. Detail elements vary from built-in 
benches, handrails and back to skirting-board, 
unifying the common area of  the house.

Exposed structure.
Having building structure as part of  the interior 
adds character to the building, where the 
beams become the contemporary cornice.

Green skylight.
Green skylights bring day-light to the 
middle of  the building as well as a 
layer of  vegetation.

Multi-purpose elements.
Skirting-board detail becomes wider in 
relation to built-in benches therefore can 
be used for sitting, as a shelf  or table.

Curves for way-fi nding.
Curvature of  the house leads residents 
to the meeting spaces and acts as a 
way-fi nding element.

Inner street windows.
The common spaces are to be perceived 
as inner street, therefore the inner 
windows become a justifi ed element 
overlooking the street.

Nurturing the bond.
Inner windows provoke interactions and 
enable bonding between the residents.

Own balcony.
Having access to a private balcony provides 

with a level of  indepenence and privacy, 
addressing the need for alone time for r

esidents.

Accessible bathrooms.
Having an uniform living unit comes up to 

bathrooms that suit people with movement 
impairments. Moreover, having a bigger bath-

room provides with a level of  luxury within 
the small units which becomes a gesture to 

attempt to improve living conditions.

From back rest to handrail.
Built-in benche’s back rest continues as a 
handrail through the wall and then becomes 
a back rest detail again, addressing the aging 
generations’ needs within the house.

Green view.
Having green light-wells intesecting the 

middle part of  the building provides with 
day-light as well as becomes a characteristic 

space element.

Internal windows.
Internal windows face the common space 
providing day-light to the middle part of  

the building as well as become an ineraction 
premise for the residents.

Group meetings.
Having a more open and yet enclosed built-in 
bech for meetings enables residents meet in 
bigger groups while still retaining a level of  

privacy. Proximity to green areas adds light and 
snese of  nature for the space.

Green bench.
Bench placed next to the green light-well 
is a meeting pace that could inhold fewer 
residents therefore addresses the variety of  
meeting place size.

Transparency of the wooden deck.
Having wooden deck provides transparency and 
visual connection with the level bellow.

Nurturing the vegetation.
Having green areas to look after becomes 
part of  the community bond building, 
where generations can echange their 
experience, learn together and have common 
nurture objectives.
